A compost works well when it is two-thirds carbon (brown materials - 

including wood chips or mulch) and one-third nitrogen (green materials - 

including grass clippings, weeds, food scraps). There are plenty of container 

options to make your compost aesthetically pleasing and be easy to maintain.
