This 

includes 

plain, painted 

and treated 

lumber, wood 

and scraps.    

  

For the second year, Will County is funding wall-to-wall 

carpet and padding recycling. (Rolls should be less than 5 ft in 

length without nails or tacks - participants will need to assist 

in unloading their vehicles).    

  

In addition, Sharefest works with Goodwill and USAgain to 

offer clothing and household item reuse opportunities. Do you 

need kids clothes, some shirts to wear while painting, 

something formal? All types and sizes are donated and put out 

for the taking, without any fee.  Whatever remains at the end 

of the day is donated for others to reuse and items that can't be 

reused are recycled. 

  

  

Blankets and towels are always needed by animal care 

organizations.  Leashes, cleaning supplies 

such as laundry detergentt, Dawn 

detergent, hand sanitizer, paper towels, 

large garbage bags, spray bottles, and 

more are always welcome but a special 

area will be available at Sharefest for the 

PAWS organization to accept items.
